Y de ahi al ideario popular barcelonés, donde en cual-
quier bar o cafeteria de la ciudad condal, al pedir el sand-
wich cubano se decia: jPongame el del Bikini!

History

How an atoll in the Pacific, ended up giving its
name to a sandwich in Barcelona.

In 1946, a group of scientists chose Bikini Atoll in the Marshall
Islands to test an atomic bomb. Without realizing it, they
were also setting the stage for the story of the sandwich that
would come to represent Barcelona.

In early July of the same year, automobile engineer Louis
Réard introduced his scandalous two-piece swimsuit at the
Molitor swimming pool in Paris, modeled by the stripper
Micheline Bernardini. In the face of such an audacious
design, he could only say that it was going to be “a bomb,”
just like the one at Bikini.

As early as the 1880s and 1890s, a ham and cheese sand-
wich was already popular in Cuba. It was easy to eat, deli-
cious, and highly versatile perfect for breakfast with a café con
leche. The world soon came to know it as the Cuban sandwich.

Fast forward to the 20th century: in 1953, the iconic Bikini
nightclub opened its doors in Barcelona. Inspired by Réard'’s
infamous swimsuit, its owners decided to name the club
after it. They also added the Cuban sandwich to their menu,
making it their signature dish.

From then on, whenever someone ordered a Cuban sand-
wich in a Barcelona bar or café, they would simply say: "I'll
have the Bikini!"
